CITY & ACCOMMODATION DETAILS
 Quito, (pop. 1,865,541) has one of the most magnificent settings in the world. Designated as a World Heritage Site by UNESCO in 1978, Quito boasts one of the finest colonial centers in Latin America. The city offers a vibrant cultural life with theaters, museums, indigenous open markets, universities, unique cafes, shops and restaurants. The surrounding area also offers an incredible geographical diversity: the Andes mountains, the valleys, the Pacific coast and the Amazon rainforest.  All classes will take place at the Equinox Spanish School, a well-known Spanish language school, in the heart of the tourist district of Quito, Ecuador.

 If you do not currently live in Quito, we will arrange a homestay for you with a local family. Students living with a host family have their own private room and bathroom.  Three meals a day, seven days a week, laundry service, and transportation to and from the airport also are included.  Houses are typically located within walking distance to school and city amenities.
